Who can enter:

Art Rules: 

· Your artwork should be based on the theme ‘Connect, Belong, Learn’.  
· Entries must be submitted in permanent markers/texta or pen. Due to printing limitations, pencil, crayon or watercolour entries cannot be accepted.
· Digital designs cannot be accepted.
· Original designs only.  
· Entries must be of reproducible quality for printing. 

How to Enter: 

· Entries must be submitted on the official entry form and both pages must be submitted (Page 1 – Artwork and Page 2 – Entrant Details). 
· Original artwork is submitted in person at any Myli library branch in Bass Coast, Baw Baw, Cardinia Shire or South Gippsland. Submissions via email, or that have been photocopied or scanned are not accepted due to printing quality requirements. Note that the artwork can be submitted at the branch by someone other than the artist if needed. 
Timeline: 

· 1st October 2024 - Submissions open 

· 30th October 2024 - Submission close 

· 6th November 2024 – Judging commences  

· 25th November 2024 - Winner announced 

· January 2025 - Limited edition cards released! 
Who Can Win: 

· Entrants must be aged between 6-25. 
· Entrants must be Myli member. 
· People who work at the libraries and their close family members can't win the prize. Close family means spouse, ex-spouse, defacto spouse, child or stepchild, grandchild, parent, stepparent, grandparent, step grandparent, uncle, aunt, niece, nephew, brother, sister, stepbrother, stepsister or first cousin. 
Judging: 

Artworks will be judged based on creativity, originality, adherence to the theme, and overall artistic quality. The decision of the judges is final and no correspondence will be entered into regarding the outcome of the competition. Judging will take place within 7 days of the competition close [30 October 2024] by Myli library staff.  
Prizes: 

· One winning design will be selected from each age category (6-11/12-17/18-25). The winners will have their artwork featured on Myli’s limited edition junior library cards and receive a framed print of their design. The print must be collected from a Myli library branch located in Bass Coast, Baw Baw, Cardinia Shire or South Gippsland. 
· If a suitable entry cannot be selected from a particular age category, Myli reserves the right to choose two entries from a different age category.
· Prizes are non-transferable and cannot be exchanged for cash. 
Winner Notification: 

Winners will be notified via the contact information provided at the time of submission. 

Winners must respond to the notification within seven (7) days to claim their prize. Failure to do so will result in forfeiture of the prize and another winner will be selected. The prize will be awarded to the person named in the entry, proof of identity or membership may be requested.
